Literacy Phonics
Learning a wider range of digraphs - 2 letters that join together to make 1 sound. (e.g. ur, ai, oa)
Blending (reading) and segmenting (spelling) words with 3 graphemes (sounds), e.g. map, top, dip
and moving onto words which contain digraphs (eg. ship, chop).
Building on our knowledge of high frequency words (common words we see regularly in books such
as the, was, she)
Reading simple words and sentences.
Writing simple words and sentences.
Literacy
Each week we will focus on a new story, so that we can practise skills for blending (reading) or
segmenting (spelling).
We will learn new words and phrases to extend our vocabulary, composing sentences orally to help
retell stories.
We will practise writing CVC words and begin to write simple sentences.
