Is their progress failing to close the attainment gap between them
and their peers?
Is the attainment gap widening?

Their Provision
Do they require provision that is different from or additional to that
which is normally available for the rest of the class?
What have you tried already?
Have you used a graduated approach?

Their Disposition
Are they happy?
How are their relationships?
What do they like?
What are they good at?

Their Support
What can we do? What can we change?
Who can we ask?
